Top fix brackets
To secure with top fixing, use the two screw holes in the bracket to
attach it direct to the lintel.

Face fix brackets

For face fixing, first connect the bracket to the L-plate with the
provided small screws, then use the hole in the back of the
L-plate to secure it to the wall or window frame.

Fitting the brackets:
The outer brackets should be installed at least 70mm from each end of the blind. Any
additional brackets should be spaced evenly across the remaining width.

Before Drilling:

Before drilling, mark the hole positions and ensure each bracket is level by using two
screws per bracket. Be sure to leave enough space for the blind to avoid any obstacles,
such as window handles or dado rails, once installed.

After installing all the brackets, align the blind with them. Hold the cassette at an
angle, hooking the front lip along the top of the cassette, then push it upward until it
snaps securely into the back lip of the bracket.
